	2010: Year 7 Vaccination Programme

Students in Year 7 are offered booster vaccinations against diphtheria, tetanus and whooping cough to complete the New Zealand childhood immunisation schedule. 

This combination vaccine is called BOOSTRIX and may be administered at a school based vaccination programme or by your family doctor. 

Our school is scheduled to have BOOSTRIX on Monday 19th July.
On Monday 14th June the Public Health Nurse for our school will be talking to all Year 7 students about this vaccination and then these pupils will bring a form home for you to complete.  

This form will give the nurse information on whether: 

· you wish your child to be vaccinated at school
· your child has already received these vaccinations from their GP
· you do not wish your child to be vaccinated 
· your child has had a tetanus injection in the last two years as part of their immunisations, or after an injury. For more information contact:
